7 am to 2:30 
pm when from Lot 2 it’s a 440 
yd. carry to Brickhouse Cr. at 
38-54.85N 76-30.85W on an 
unmarked small trail branch- 
ing off to the right just before 
the main road curves left; you 
arrive at a small sand beach 

in 140 yards.*  Then paddle to 
Long Pt., then a 550 yd. living 
shoreline-sand beach, Mayo 
Pt., cliffs, a meadow / adjacent 

bird-roost at Crabbing Pond, &
300 yd. Limehouse Cove sand
beach / steps up to big trees.

the '70's, steep, slippery, gabion-
armored rock shores have prohibited
most launching, but halted annual
erosion rates of >8 ft., encircling all of
the park except the small lagoon on the
Fishing Cr. side, the head of which is only
40 overgrown yds. from the gate (no parking
near gate.)  Entry by $6/day permit (buy at Quiet
Waters) except 11/1 to 3/31 when it’s free & the gate is
is open 8 am to ½ hr. before dusk.  Room to park here
(just a few cars) 40 yds. from launch (at W. end of 
                     2019 shoreline project) at 38-54.595N 
                     76-28.065W.  Tiny, scenic parking lot at
                    the point might just be the county's worst spot to
                  launch (waves, winds, big rocks on all of the shore.)
